
 

 
 

PSHE Lesson – Pre - performance 
 

Aim: To explore attitudes towards money.

Task One:  Opening question: 
What is money? Try and push the 
students to consider this on an 
emotional as well as literal level 
 
Task Two:  Working on sugar 
paper and in groups of 4 write 
your own definition of money. 
 
Task Three:  Take in turns to 
read definitions – class to 
consider which group presented 
the most appropriate explanation 
of money. 
 
Task Four:   Using the 
information from the session so 
far the young people are to place 
themselves on a continuum 
according to their own opinions 
(create the continuum as a line 
across the classroom). 
 
Use the information gathered as 
a starting point for some class 
discussion e.g. why have you 
placed yourself there?  
Allow young people opportunity 
to change their position in the line 
every so many minutes of the 
debate. 
 
Questions for the continuum: 
 
1. How happy can money make 
you? 
(not very/happy/very happy) 
2. What is a significant amount of 
money to loose? 
(£1/£25/£50) 
3. Is money important? 
(no/a little bit/yes very) 

Task One:  Opening question: 
What is money? Try and push 
the students to consider this on

Task Two:  Working in groups 
of approx 4 create a 30 second 
advert explaining what money 
is. The advert is designed to be 
watched by visitors from 
another planet. 
 
Task Three:  Watch and 
evaluate scenes – class to 
consider which group 
presented the most appropriate 
explanation of money. 
 
Task Four:   Using the 
information from the session so 
far the young people are to 
place themselves on a 
continuum according to their 
own opinions (create the 
continuum as a line across the 
classroom). 
 
Use the information gathered 
as a starting point for some 
class discussion e.g. why have 
you placed yourself there?  
Allow young people opportunity 
to change their position in the 
line every so many minutes of 
the debate. 
 
Questions for the continuum:

Task One:   After a basic 
introduction that today’s 
session is about money – our 
opinions on it and what it 
means to us, the young 
people are to place 
themselves on a continuum 
according to their own 
opinions (create the 
continuum as a line across the 
classroom). 
 
Use the information gathered 
as a starting point for some 
class discussion e.g. why 
have you placed yourself 
there?  
Allow young people 
opportunity to change their 
position in the line every so 
many minutes of the debate. 
 
Questions for the continuum: 
 
1. How happy can money 
make you? 
(not very/happy/very happy) 
2. What is a significant 
amount of money to loose? 
(£1/£25/£50) 
3. Is money important? 
(no/a little bit/yes very). 
 
Task Two:  Give class the 
following Oscar Wilde quote -  
"People nowadays know the 
price of everything and the 
value of nothing." 
Debate what this means and 
whether we agree.

Extension task:  Select a student 
that you trust (!) and sit them in 
front of the class.
